Strozier's 4" play is an attempt to write an Aristotelian tragedy, though the
play is far more. Guns, Shackles & Winter Coats, his first play, was a
“common man’s” tragedy of the Arthur Miller variety. (His second play, The
Whales, was a farce.) Then came The Tragedy of Abraham Lincoln, closer to
the Poetics ideal, with tragic flaws, a token, and recognition of one’s fate.
Now, The Green Game, and Strozier has everything: reversal of fortune,
recognition, tragic flaws, tokens, and all else. Aristotle says, in fact, that the
most powerful tragedy is when the hero is allowed to live. It's the hardest
form to write; has Strozier done it?
